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Open Space Lobbying On Cable TV
and Contempt for State Law

It was a Tuesday, and I often tape Louisville City
Council meetings on Tuesdays, (this week there wasnÕt
one televised, but I was on automatic pilot), so I turned
on the tube, put in the tape, and proceeded to discover
some really interesting things going on.

First there was the tail end of something about Open
Space. I figured it would repeat so I kept watching.
The next program was a promotional video for RTD,
touting recent additions to the RTD programs and routes,
and asking folks to think about more tax monies for RTD
because the sooner we pay it, the less we will have to
pay later. A lready IÕm thinking I would rather be
watching the general job postings that usually appear,
than what is clearly propaganda intended to change
voterÕs minds about RTD costs.

But the corker was to follow. A video about Open
Space, touting it as the last refuge of the traditional
farming family in Colorado, without which the family
farm would disappear (apparently because renting land
from the County is what keeps them afloat). Farmers
and ranchers in Boulder County were interviewed, all
talking about how Open Space has been really helpful
to their enterprises. There was a big discussion about
how much it would cost the County if that land were
sold to Developers and had to be augmented with
expensive services like water and utilities and schools.
Open Space is right up there with home, the flag, and
apple pie with ice cream.

I taped it. Anyone who wants to borrow it, it w ill be
making the rounds. Never once in the 12 years I have
been here have I heard this rationale for Open Space
taxes, so I suspect the other rationales are starting to

wear thin , and some new strategy has been decided on.
But this isnÕt what folks thought they were voting for
when they agreed to be taxed for Open Space. There
were profuse thanks given at the end of the video by the
County Commissioners for those who assisted in the
production of the video. I know who paid for the RTD
video. WhoÕs tax dollars paid for the Open Space
video?

The Commissioners have been taking some heat lately
about land use. There have been a number of complaints
concerning the CommissionerÕs cavalier approach to
property rights of the citizens of Boulder County (and
questionable methods of obtaining open space is an area
where those issues have surfaced). On January 22, 2004
A CommissionerÕs Hearing will be held about the Land
Use code text amendment to require the County to notify
and get consent of landow ners when their property is a
target for merging. The text amendment brings the Code
into compliance with the dictate of the new state law.
In Boulder County, landow ners have been blindsided by
land mergers about which they were not notified
(contrary to State law), mergers imposed by the Boulder
Land Use Code, that severely reduced the value of their
properties.
