VOTING M ACHINES.

The comments from the public were gett ing very hot and
heavy, and the Boulder County Commissioners have
decided that perhaps, until there is more clarity on the
security issues, now is not the time to get new voting
machines. Some of the problems that concerned the public
were not visible, and certainly not in the presentation
materials from the vendors, but now that the discussion is
out in the open, the Kerry camp has picked up electronic
voting as a campaign issue. Fortune Magazine has voted as
well, calling the new voting systems Òworst technology of
2003Ó(as reported by CNN).

Citizens gett ing out there and saying ÒNOÓ to their
employees (after all, our elected officials have their
salaries paid by our taxes) made it possible for Boulder
County to avoid gett ing mired in a technology of
questionable quality, and equally questionable intent. If
you ever wonder if its worth it to speak up, remember that
your county is holding out for doing it right only because of
the strong reaction from the community.

Proposed LPBC By-Law
Amendment to be Voted on at

January 8 Meeting
At the January 8, 2004Board Meeting, a vote will
take place on a proposed amendment to the by-
laws. This amendment would modify section IV.3
to allow those who do not wish to sign the
original Pledge, an option of submitting their own
wording of something similar to the pledge,
which the board may accept via a resolution.

The current by-laws wording is:
IV.3. Voting members are those persons who are
current in their annual dues and who have signed
and dated the following Libertarian Pledge: "I
hereby certify that I do not believe in or advocate
the initiation of force as a means of achieving
political or social goals."

The proposed amendment *adds* this sentence:

Alternatively, instead of the above Pledge, a
potential Voting member can prepare/ sign/ date
a statement of similar effect with words of their
own choosing, which the Board may approve by
Resolution.

Background: A few people have expressed pro-
blems with the existing wording of the Libertarian
Pledge and don't wish to sign it  as-is. These people
therefore can not become "voting" members, nor



become board members. The state LP (LP of
Colorado) offers the option of allowing people to
formulate their own pledge-like statement to be
considered by their board. The proposed
amendment would make this type of option
avail able in the LPBC as well.
