In 2003 bill 1142 was passed, causing minor parties to take a
new look at their constitution, and possibly make some
changes. At the 2003 LP Convention in Colorado Springs a
vote was taken. The vote was in reference to changing the
Constitution of the Libertarian Party of Colorado, to fit
what " might" become new law. The bill had not yet
passed, and the majority consensus was that we should not
changeour ways to fit this bill. Certainly not at that time.

It has been decided that a new vote will take place. Some
feel that we should mold our constitution to fit the new
minor party bill. Others do not. There may be room for a
middleground.

COME CAST YOUR VOTE!

Times are changing, be a part of the growth of this party,
let your voice be heard. The vote will take place on
Saturday afternoon Don' t miss it.

As we look furthur down the road, we see the summer
festivals and fairs coming up. Time when you could sign up
to be in the Boulder LP booth, talking to folks with
questions about Libertarianism.

Well, theArapahoe County Clerk and Recorder Campaign aswell
as the Elections are now historyÉ É or, at least itÕs a footnote in
HistoryÉ ..sorta. Truth of the matter is, pretty much nobody cared
about it. Only twenty percent of the eligible electorate even
bothered to show up and vote. Even after the media fed them for
such a long time on the whole Tracy Baker story, emails and all.
Election night, the media pretty much ignored anyone but the
Republican appointed Candidate and never even mentioned or
interviewed the losers. (Actually, IÕmglad the media ignored the
Libertarians. This is not the kind of thing you want the publi c to
dwell on. ) During theCampaign, most of the timeoneor theother
of the Candidates wouldnÕt even show up for whatever talk
show/ debate/ interview was scheduled. All in all, a very
disappointing ordeal.

The NicksCampaign, for all itÕs limited energy and resources, was
pretty much ineffective. Our Candidate drew one percent more
than the virtually non-existent write in candidate. All the phone
blasting, sign waving, flyer dropping and polling place
electioneering seemed to not matter onebit .After spending several
days on the Arapahoe County Campaign trail, I came away with
the feeling that God himself couldnÕt win there on a non-
Republican ticket. DonÕt forget, these are the people who elected
Baker in the first placeÉ ..even after the scandal was known and
public. (It is interesting to note that our witch (apologies to MAD)
did better against their sex addict than our clean cut American boy
did against their party stoogeÉ É go figure!)

So, how do we buck up in these troubled times? ItÕsnot easy. We
have to step back and look at the Big Picture. Do you still feel the
work you do is important in the long run? Do you still believe in
Liberty and Freedom?Are you still w ill ing to fight the good fight?
I watched LibertyÕs Kids (a great resource, on PBS Saturday
morningsÉ É educational and fun!) last week and they had
General Washington and the troops at Valley Forge.

Bo suggested that a
literature distribution activity would be more acceptable to the
owners of some indoor venues.

Paul will be campaigning in front of local grocery stores this
weekend. There was a suggestion that the LPBC coordinate
outreach activities with candidates.
Bill Crook Is doing outreach from his 3rd shift 711 job. Isaac stated
that his current outreach priority is to get more people registered as
Libertarians. Please contact him with thoughts and ideas.
Some bumper stickers are available to interested people.

Campaigns:
Isaac Davenport, Dwight Harding, and Bo Schaffer are considering
running for the State House.

Bo mentioned that there is a Democrat, w ith the same last name and
initials as himself, running for the same office. There is a potential
for free publicity due to the resulting confusion.

2nd. Cost is $175 this year. Motion made and passed for the LPBC
to participate. Isaac will organize and coordinate. There was
discussion on location and early registration - Isaac will check.
Movie: ÒInnocents BetrayedÓdiscussed. Tom suggested a LPBC
showing. Isaac will talk to CU Libertarians about arranging a
showing.

Credit Card Membership option:
Tom suggested using Click & Pledge, which charges 4.5%. Paypal
was also discussed. Discussion on the need for an EIN/ tax ID
number, which we do not have. It was decided that this issue needs
further investigation.

Convention:

LAND USE COALITION TO HOST
LUNCHEONS WITH COUNTY
COM M ISSIONER CANDIDATES

The Land Use Coalition hosted the first of its
luncheons with Commissioner Candidates on
2/ 25/ 04 at the Boulder Cork. Ben Pearlman
spoke and answered a number of questions, not
all to the satisfaction of this group, which is
focused on halting the growing tendency of the
county to take away private property rights.

When asked outright if he thought that a county
that already had 65% of its land tied up in open
space, without any tax income from it, was
acceptable, he clearly indicated that he did not
believe that was enough, and went on to say that

heÕdprefer to see mountain properties currently
merged by the Commissioners (which may be
unmerged due to disregard of Colorado law since
many of the landowners not only did not give
consent, but were never told) become open space
or at least never be allowed to be built on,
regardless of the wishes of the property owners.

Its a fair guess Pearlman is not likely to get any
sort of endorsement from the LUC, as many of
them have had mountain property issues handled
by the county in questionable ways and are not
anxious to see more of the same approach. If you
are interested in private property issues, you may
want to check out the Land Use Coalition site at:

Watch for upcoming luncheons sponsored by the
LUC. There are plans to host Paul Tiger, Will
Toor, and Shawn Mitchell (currently working with
a bill to disall ow eminent domain to be used to
take property from a landow ner only to turn it
over to private use, rather than use it for some
publi c purpose).

For more information on Shawn MitchellÕsbill, go
to /w ww.leg.state.co.us/ and search for
HB04-1203. This bill already has 15 co-sponsors,
but severe opposition from groups that may stand
to gain from Urban Renewal projects that often
take the eminent domain route. Educate yourself
and contact your representatives.
